Annual Meeting Minutes

Meeting called to order by President Sharry McCorkle after establishing a quorum.  We had 22 proxies and 13 homeowners in attendance.  We need per the Association’s covenants 28 homeowners to have a quorum.

President Sharry McCorkle introduced the current Board of Directors to the audience and spoke briefly about their commitment to the Association over the past 12 months.

Annual meeting minutes from the 2005 meeting were reviewed.  Sharry McCorkle entertained that a motion be made to accept or amend the minutes.  It was moved by Fran Archuleta and seconded by Nancy Lowell.  Motion to approve the 2005 Annual Meeting minutes was unanimously.

Nominations and Election of Directors- Board members that have chosen to run again for the Board included Valois McCabe, Nancy Dryden, Terry McCrary and Father O’Malley.  Three new owners were nominated to serve.  Ross Kirby, Art Lowell and Irene Rogers.  Currently the Board operates with 7 members on the Board and with 7 nominated it was moved by Noel Rogers to close nominations and this was seconded by Bonnie Blackwell.   Motion passed.

Those nominated will serve by affirmation for the upcoming year.

Financial Report-The financial report as of the end of March 2006 was given by property manager Earl Johnson.  The Woodridge Association is doing well as of this date.  Their delinquencies are practically non-existent.  Reserves are over $156,000.00.

Tax Resolution for 2005-It was moved to accept the tax resolution by Charlie Freeman and seconded by Noel Rogers.  Motion passed unanimously.

Business and Projects Status:

Landscape-A new project to clear the grass away from the property fence along Clarkson is under way.  This will help preserve the paint and wood of the fence.  Five Cottonwood trees have been removed recently and other trees will be planted in their place.

Pool-The Board has hired again the same pool maintenance company as last year.  This year we have changed the locks for the pool gate and bathrooms as well as to the clubhouse itself.  Keys will handed out the day the pool opens at Memorial Day weekend.

Architectural-Art Lowell, Chairperson for the ACC explained to the homeowners that radon testing is something several homeowners are doing.  Resolution for this testing does require ACC approval if it effects the exterior of the building.  Acceptable levels area around 4.  People can conduct this test themselves and then send away for the results.
