January 18, 2006

Minutes

Meeting called to order by President Sharry McCorkle.  Those members attending the meeting included Nancy Dryden, Valois McCabe, Fred Nehring, Terry McCrary, Father O’Malley. Committee members attending included Charlie Freeman and Art Lowell. Carol Baier attended and had questions concerning her window replacement.

Minutes of the November 2005 meeting were reviewed.  It was moved by Father O’Malley to approve as presented and seconded by Valois McCabe.  Motion passed.

Committee Reports

Architectural-We had 19 requests in 2005, mostly satellite and window replacement requests.  We had a couple of deck replacements also.  We need a letter sent to Mr. Fick about his deck.  He did not replace his staircase on his back deck per his request.  ACC needs a letter to Mr. Fick stating when he will replace the stairs.  Provide a drop dead date to replace.

Building- Deck replacement bid for the clubhouse.  Bring to the Feb. meeting the top three proposals and the contractors to interview at the meeting.

Clubhouse-The only holiday decorations needed for 2006 will be Candles and Garland.

Social-New homeowners to the Woodridge Terrace community were given a poinsettia by the social committee.

Pool- We will need a proposal to replace locks and provide keys for the pool gate and baths.  The current key is a security key, ASSA.  Earl Johnson will ask Arapahoe Lock to provide us a proposal for the upcoming meeting in February.  Homeowners will be provided with a free first key to the pool.  Additional keys will cost the homeowner.

Landscape-Deep root watering will be provided by Emerald Isle to all the new plants and trees.  This will be scheduled over the next couple of weeks.  Very little moisture has fallen since November.  Bonnie Blackwell asked to continue on the Landscape Committee so she could finish up some of the projects she had started last summer.  Board agreed to have her continue in that capacity.

Financial Report-Financials for the year end were provided for the Board’s review.  It was discussed that we close the current savings account at Bank of the West and transfer funds to Colonial.  Interest rates will be researched prior to moving funds.  Charlie Freeman will be asked to close the safety deposit box and to reopen at Colonial.

Business

Waste Management- An increase in trash removal services will become effective on February 1 2006.  The new fee will be $7.14 per resident per month.

State Bill 100-The policies and procedures that pertain to the new law have been provided by the Association’s attorney.  They will be available for any homeowner to review and a message will be sent to all homeowners informing them of this fact.

Crack fill was provide by CASI, however not the entire job was completed to the necessary areas. They will be contacted and they will be asked to return to finish those areas left undone.
