Architectural-No Requests

Business:

A. Aesthetic Provisions-This resolution pertaining to the new Colorado law was approved by the Board and will be placed on the website.  Motion to approve by Nancy Dryden and second by Irene Rogers.  Motion passed unanimously.

B. Asphalt Crack Fill Bids-It was moved by Father O’Malley to approve the bid by Coatings Inc. at $600.00 to fill the transition areas and the in-street cracks this winter.  Second by Nancy Dryden.  Motion passed.

C. Tree Removal bids- We had three bids to look at the Board chose Aesthetic at a cost of $7000.00 to include stump removal.  Motion to accept this bid by Ann Kennedy and second by Irene Rogers.  Motion approved unanimously.  Work will begin in late January or early February.

D. Pool- The 2009 contract by Perfect Pools was reviewed.  Questions will need to be answered concerning amounts.  After an email correspondence, the contract was approved as were the expenses for the replacement of the furnace (5-6K) and a cost to bring the pool into compliance ($1500) with the new Federal law, called the Baker Act.  Motion by Ann Kennedy and seconded by Nancy Dryden.  Motion approved unanimously.
