Meeting Minutes

Minutes for the June Board meeting were included in the Board packet.  It was moved by Irene Rogers to accept the minutes as amended.  Second by Father O’Malley.  Motion passed unanimously.

Homeowners Forum: Carloyn Malaby attended and asked the Board of some touch up paint, she will get some for Charlie Freeman.  Gary Johnson is hearing noises within his unit as is his neighbor.  He believe that there may be movement of the slab.  It was suggested that he have the water tested for amount of water pressure in his unit.  This too could be causing the odd noises.  The test for pressure would be his expense.  The north side of his unit is also a source of pooling water and Emerald Isle has been asked to install a French drain along the northside of his home.

Committee Reports:

Architectural Committee-Charlie Freeman mentioned that request were slow, however on re-decking application was denied.

Building-Charlie Freeman said that the paint on the buildings was still in good condition and that perhaps a touch up in 2008 may be all that is necessary.

Clubhouse-Air-conditioning unit has been a problem.  The motor is vibrating and causing the toggle switch to release.  The unit is original and may need to be replace shorty.

Business
