Meeting Minutes

Homeowners that were present at the meeting were Bonnie Blackwell, Don McCabe, Charlie and Carol Freeman,  Sue Smith and Pam             .

The Board members that were present were Ross Kirby, Father O’Malley, Terry McCrary,  Valois McCabe and  Nancy Dryden.

Pam         new resident of 1420 was concerned about the concrete of her patio.  Ross told her to contact Earl to arrange for someone to look at it.

Carol Freeman brought up having the newsletters and announcements emailed to the residents.  Sue came up with the suggestion of posting the newsletter on our web sight.

There is a concern that there are some downspouts that need to be replaced.

The new decking for the Clubhouse was discussed.  According to the contract that was signed, the 4X4 posts were to be wrapped with the Trax Material.  Ross was going to contact Earl and have him talk to the contractor to find out when that would be done.  Earl will also check and see what it would cost to have the two handrails ( going down to the pool) replaced with the Trax material.

It was brought up by Charlie that the deck at 8141 (Fick resident) needs to be finished.  The underside of the deck needs to be cleaned up and painted.  Sue will put a note in the newsletter to remind residents that they are responsible for their decks and that the decks need to be taken care of.

The Board meeting was called to order by Ross Kirby.

Minutes of the February 21, 2007 meeting were reviewed.  It was moved by Nancy Dryden to approve the minutes seconded by Father O’Malley.  Motion passed unanimously.

Committee Reports

Architectural  ---  have approved several window replacements and deck replacements.

Building  --  no report

Club House  --  the Club House was rented out one time.  It has been reserved once  for April.

The carpets will be cleaned.  The furnace and heater for the pool have been examined.  The furnace is in good shape.  The heater for the pool is old and not very efficient and it should be discussed if it needs to be replaced.  The lights outside the clubhouse have been disconnected because the electrical boxes need to be replaced by ones that are for outside use.

Social  --  there were two new residents that received welcome gifts.  It will need to be discussed at the next meeting if we want to have an opening of the pool party.

Pool  --  no report

Landscape  --  there has been 2 trees cut down,.  Karen Vorheis will be helping on the 

Landscape committee.  The pool area needs to have some rocks added.  The larger trees need to be trimmed this year.  We will have Earl check and see when the last trimming was done.

The removal of the grass next to the fence needs to be discussed.  It needs to be removed to protect the fence from the sprinklers.

A landscape request was received from 1571 for additional bushes.

The bushes next to the dryer vent at 1419 have been removed.

Security  --  Father O’Malley reported that tickets have been issued for not stopping at the stop signs.

The Flag at the  Club House needs to be replaced.  Someone in the complex needs to be responsible for the flag.

When will the sand barrels be removed?  

The question was raised as to why the residents have not been notified about the change of the trash companies.  The company had agreed to send the residents information regarding what day the trash will be picked up, information regarding recycling and what other items will be picked up for an additional charge.  Also, the residents need to be told that the trash company does not observe any Holidays and that trash will always be picked up on trash day.    Ross will contact Earl and let him know that this information needs to be sent out ASAP. 

The motion was made by Nancy Dryden to adjourn the meeting.  It was seconded by Valois.  Passed
