Forum:

Barbara Shores attended to discuss her ARC Request to install and awning and exterior window coverings.  This was an appeal to the Board since the ARC denied her request. The decision of the Board is to deny the window treatments and approve the awning.  The guidelines for the awning are as stated.  The awning will be neutral color, no stripes will be allowed.  The awning will need to be retractable, weather mechanical or not.  The owner must accept all responsibility for any damage caused by the installation of the awning and furthermore must remove the awning when the Association is either painting or repairing or maintaining the siding at the cost of the owner.

It is the decision of the Board of Directors to approve the awning under the previous mentioned guidelines.  The exterior window treatments were denied.  All were in favor of this decision.

Mr. Kirby attended along with his wife to discuss a series of events concerning pet rules violation by Sue Aiello.  Ms Aiello’s friend brings a dog onto the property and does not follow the rules of the Woodridge Terrace Association which prompted fines being assessed to her account.  A confrontation between guest and Mr. Kirby took place after the friend was asked to put the dog on the leash and to control his animal. Words were exchanged and a threat issued by the Friend and the police were called in and they spoke to the visitor. Police did not charge him at the request of Mr. Kirby however the Board has been put on notice of the situation and any further violation will be met with fines and legal action.

Approval of March Meeting Minutes-Motion to accept the minutes as read was offered by Barbara Suiter and second by Mike Vander Ley.  Motion passed.
