A. Budget for 2009-After a lengthy discussion about the 2009 budget, it was decided that a small increase of $7.00 per month would be acceptable. Financial Information-The October month-end financial was reviewed by the Board of Directors.  Delinquencies continue to remain low in light of the all the foreclosures and the economy.
