Clubhouse Committee-Valois McCabe had 2 checks from rental of the clubhouse.  There will several more rentals during the holidays.

Security Report-Father O’Malley reported that the Police are tagging many of the speeding vehicles along neighboring streets.  They may also tag vehicles left running outside homes during the winter time.  This is also referred to as “puffing.”
